Technological and Other Scientific Innovations

My lab was the first to describe S3-12/Perilipin 4 as an exchangeable lipid droplet protein and was one of
the three labs to report independently the identification, cloning and characterization of Perilipin 5. In
2016 my lab reported our unique discovery that Perilipin 5 undergoes catecholamine/PKA-dependent
enrichment in the nucleus to drive PGC-10/SIRT1-mediated gene programs and thereby to increase
mitochondrial biogenesis and oxidative capacity. I have since reported that Perilipin 5 in mice is required
for normal mitochondrial oxidative function in brown adipose tissue and that it’s gain-of-function in
brown adipose tissue is sufficient to promote resistance to high-fat diet induced glucose intolerance and
hepatic steatosis. This work has pointed to the likely existence of brown adipose secreted factors that
promote healthy white adipose accommodation to overnutrition.
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
